Marie Curie was born on November
. 7th, 1867 and died in 1934. She was
. Polish and French. Marie Curie was d
scienfist and a chemist. She studied
. radioactivity. She discovered two
elements: Radium and Polonium. She
. also received the Nobel Prize with her
. husband. In fact, she was the first and
Is only woman to win the Nobel Prize.
. She was also the only person to win
the Nobel Prize in two categories. She
. won the Nobel Prize in Physics in 1903
' and Chemistry in 1911.
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FRIDA KAHLO

Frida Kahlo was born on July 6th,
. 1907 and died in 1954. Frida was
. Mexican. When she was a child, she
. survived a diagnosis of and battle
. with polio. But when she was 18
Eyeors old, she was In a bus

. painter, Diego Rivera. In 1940, she
. became an art teacher in Mexico.




ERosoIind Franklin was born on July
25th, 1925 and passed away in 1958.
She was from England. Rosalind was
Eo scientist - a chemist. She was @
chemist that studied DNA with X-rays.
: Rosalind's work was not recognized
- during her lifetime. She died of
. cancer in 1958. After her death, her
. work and the work of her students led
to the discovery of the sftructure of
 DNA: the double helix. Her students
won the Nobel Prize for the discovery.




EBessie Coleman was an American cCivil
aviator. She was born on January 26th,
: 1892.In 1915, she decided that she wanted
' to be a pilot. But there was a problem.
. Schools in the United States did not accept
: women or African Americans to train to
. become pilofs. In 1920 Coleman left the
+ United States and went to Paris. In Paris, she
' learned how to fly an airplane. On June
. 15th, 1921, she became the first
. African-American woman to earn a pilot's
icense. Her impact on aviation was
: recognized after her death. In 1995,
. Coleman was recognized in the Women in
Aviation Hall of Fame.




MISTY COPELAND

SMis’ry Copeland is an American badllet
dancer. She was born on September 10th,
+ 1982 in Kansas City, Missouri. Currently,
. Misty is a dancer for the American Ballet
. Theater. It is one of the leading classical
' ballet companies in the United States. In
. 2008 she received the Leonore
. Annenberg Scholarship Award in the Arts.
. On June 30th, 2015, Copeland became a
' principal dancer for the company. She
Ewos the first African American female
' principal dancer in 75 years. Also, Misty
ECopeIond wrote a book fitfled "Life In
. Motion.”

. by being the first African-American to
go to school there.

. won 36 total medals during her career.
. Simone has won twenty seven (27) gold,
five (5) silver and four (4) bronze.
. Simone won seven of her medals at the
. Olympic Games. Seven medals is the
record for Olympic medals won by an
. American gymnast. Simone Biles and
. Shannon Miller have both won seven
: Olympic medals. Simone Biles is known
. as the most distinguished gymnast of all
time.
